7.35	 EXTERNAL POWER 

An extemal receptacle located on the aft lowcr portion of the righl hand 
side of the fuselage i' provided as a source of extemal power, A 24 Vdc 
extelllal power source can be connected to the reccptacle. thus allowing the 
operator tt) crank the engine without having to gain access to the airplane's 
battery. 

7.37 EMERGE CY LO ' TOR TR NSMITTER (optional) 

The Emerg.ency Locator Transl ill 'r (ELI'). hen inslalleu. is located illihe 
an portion (11' the fuselag.e just oclow the stabilator leading edge nllu is accessible 
through a plate on the rigllt side of Ihe fuslOlage, This plate is attached with 
slotted-head nylon screws for ease of removal: these screws may be readily 
removed with a variety of cOlrunon items. such as a dime. a key. a knife blade. 
etc. If there are no tools available in an emergency. the 'crew head may be 
broken off by any means. The aT is an emergency locator tJansmitter which 
meets the requirements of rAR 91,52. 

A batlcry replacement date is marked on the transmillcr. To comply with 
FAA regUlations. the batlery mllst be replaced on or before this date, The 
battery must also be replaced if the Irallsmitler has been used ill an emergency 
siluation or if the accumulated test lime exceeus one hour or if the unil has beell 
inadvertently activated for an undet 'nninetl time periotl.

On the EIT unit itself is a two position switch placarded ON and OFF. he 
OFF posilion is s lected when the transmiller is installed at the factory alld the 
switch shouJd remain in lhal position whenever the unit is installed in the 
aiJvlane. 

A pilots remote sWitch. placarded ON alaI Al{N1 is located on lhe pilot's 
lower left instrument panel to allow the transmiller to be anned or turned on from 
inside tbe cabin. The switch is normally in ARM position. Moving the switch 10 

ON will activate the transmitter. A warning light localcJ above the remOle switch 
will alert you when ever the ELT is acti\'ateu 

Should lhe LLT be activateJ inadvertenlJy it can be resel by either 
positlOnmg the remote switch 10 the ON then iJmneJiatcly rdocating it 10 the 
ARM position, or by sCllmg the swilCh on lbe I].T to ON and then back to OfT. 

In the ev nt the transmiller is activaled by an impact, it can be lumed orr by 
moving Ihe ELT switch OrF Nonnal operation can then be restored by resetting 
the switch 10. RM. It may also he turned 011 and reSet by positioning the remole 
switch to the ON and lhen immediately 10 tile ARM position. 

The transmiller can c activated maJllwlly al any lime by placing either the 
remote switch or the FIT switch to lhe 0 position.

Thn.:e sweep' of the emergency IOlle and an 
illull1inated warning light indicates a normally 
functioning unit. 'rhe warning Jighlll1USI illuminale 
during the firs I 3 second lesl p >riod. II' it doe' not 
illuminate. a problem is indicated such as a "G" 
switch lai/me. 

The ELl' should be checked during poslnight to make certain the unil has 
not been activateu. Check by selecting 121.50 MHz on an operating receiver. If 
a downward sweeping audio tOlle is heard Ihe Ff:r may have be n activated. Sel 
the remote switch 100 . If lhere is no change in the volume of the signal, your 
airplane's El:r i' probably Iran milling. Selling IJle remote switch back 10 OFF 
will automatically r'set the ELf and should stop the signal being received on 
12l.50 MHL. 
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
